The first part of the presentation given by the company was conducted by
the Head of Human Resources, who was responsible of all world-wide recruiting
matters of the company.

The next part of the presentation was conducted by the General Manager
of Petroleum Engineering of the company. He talked about career path in
Petronas, focusing on Petroleum Engineering which is divided into many fields
such as Petro-physicist, Reservoir engineer, Drilling engineer, Production
engineer, etc. It was interesting to know that Petronas has separated the
Petroleum engineering into many specific fields for specific responsibility.
